from Brisbane. Teams travelling on planes will have their game times 

matched to the flight schedules. 

 

Accommodation: 

Coffs Harbour is a holiday destination for thousands of people each 
year, and therefore offers a range of accommodation options, many in 
close proximity to the stadium. 
 

 You will find beachside 4 star resorts, self contained apartments, high 
quality tourist parks and backpacker accommodation.  Teams will be 
provided with an extensive list of accommodation venues to assist 
with bookings. 
 
Playing Venues:  
CHBA’s home venue, Sportz Central, has 4 full sized courts and the 
majority of games  will be played at this venue. 

 

Additional high quality indoor courts are located just a 15 minute 
drive from the stadium, should they be needed. 
 
Tournament Regulations:  

All teams will play a minimum of three (3) games.  Players must play 
in one (1) round game to be eligible to play in the finals. 
 

Timing of games will be determined by final entries, by it is anticipated 
that round games will be 4 x 10 minute quarter games, fully timed in 
last 2 minutes and time-outs.   
 
Finals may be fully timed. Prize money will be offered in all grades,       

   and will be determined by team nominations and sponsorship.  
 
   It is anticipated that up to $7,000   in prize money might be on offer.
